Math routines are an easy way to create curiosity about math for all students. In this workshop you will learn about various math routines such as Notice and Wonder, Which One Doesn’t Belong and How Many. These engaging math routines only take 10 minutes and they provide an opportunity for students to share their math ideas and build numeracy skills. They provide an on ramp for ALL students to share and they especially support struggling learners. Numeracy and place value are foundational math concepts and skills that support students’ ongoing success in math. Math routines are a powerful way to strengthen these essential math ideas. Participants will experience the math routines as a student and then we will make a plan for implementing the routines within your classroom. All participants will receive access to a wide variety of grade-level math routines to immediately implement within your classroom.

Students are naturally curious. Providing students with hands-on tools to explore their math ideas are essential for success in math. In this workshop we will begin by hearing from participants about how their implementation of math routines went and support one another in continuing to implement the math routines.

Each participant will receive (before this workshop) a set of pattern blocks. We will use these pattern blocks to explore activities and strategies to strengthen adding and subtracting, fractional concepts, and spatial visualization.  Pattern blocks provide hands-on experiences that integrate fractions and numeracy to strengthen students’ understanding of both. Participants will experience K-5 pattern block activities, learn how the activities support specific Alabaman State Standards, and we will make a plan to support integrating the activities within your specific grade level.
